· Ensure that all relevant decided and published (non-confidential) cases of the Tribunal, Competition Appeal Court and Constitutional Court up to and including 31 March 2024 are included in the Handbook.

· Identify any gaps, inconsistencies, or errors in the content and recommend appropriate revisions.
· Provide suggestions to the Tribunal and effect changes as agreed with the Tribunal to improve the clarity and readability of the Handbook, focusing on its ability to engage and connect with readers.
· Provide an explanatory note to assist readers to easily identify the additions and edits made to the previous version (Version 2) of the Handbook.


b) Editorial Review

a) Service providers must be competition law experts who must hold a legal and/or economics degree, or equivalent qualification.
b) The service provider may be a senior lecturer/ competition law practitioner with a minimum of seven (7) years’ experience in competition law and/or economics.
c) A proven record of published journal articles/ chapters, textbooks in competition law which have been published demonstrating their writing ability.
